TRASH REMINDER
Let’s keep our community clean and tidy!
Help us maintain a beautiful, debris-free environment by following these simple steps:

Secure all trash properly—this prevents loose items from blowing around the neighborhood.
Return your trash containers by Wednesday evening to keep our community looking its best.

With warm weather right around the corner, this is a great time to make a few
adjustments to keep both levels of your home comfortable. Once you switch
from heat to using your AC system, you’ll want to rebalance the ceiling and
wall registers to improve airflow between the upstairs and downstairs.

Because cool air naturally sinks, the goal is to deliver more conditioned air to
the upper level and let it settle downward. To do this, make sure all vents
upstairs are fully open. Then, partially close the vents downstairs—about
three‑quarters of the way shut. This helps push more cool air to the upper floor,
creating a more balanced, consistent temperature throughout your home.
